Consult with and coach clients

Demonstrate how to clean and care for skin properly, and

Treat the facial skin to maintain and improve its appearance, 
using specialized techniques and products such as peels and 
masks

Provide facial massages

Perform simple extractions to remove comedones (blackheads)

Administer treatments. Massage the body for purposes of 
application and removal of product
